	Background and Context:
	XRN5702 has been raised to deliver the requirements of Modification 0864.Modification 0864 Update of UNC Code Communication Methods (removal of facsimile/fax) has been raised as it seeks to align obligated Code Communication methods with future communication network changes, attributable to national PSTN decommissioning, and the subsequent retirement of fax devices. 

The Modification looks to remove the Code Communication method ‘facsimile’ and ‘fax’ and replace with email.

The change looks to deliver the objectives of the modification:
· Identify and remove ‘facsimile’ and ‘FAX’ within UNC code, CDSP systems, processes and relevant documentation
· Email added where appropriate (i.e. where it is not currently listed) within UNC Code, CDSP systems, processes and relevant documentation
· Alternative approved UNC Code Communication added by exception

Change Design Description
	There was a single solution identified to deliver the required changes to the Central Data Service Provider (CDSP) system and processes as a result of the modification and, as such, the solution and detail design are being presented together in this Change Pack.

UK Link
UK Link currently stores FAX as an alternate communication type received as part of registration requests and contact updates from Shippers. Post XRN5702 implementation, FAX will be rejected if received in as a communication type within these process flows, and (Internet) Email will be accepted as alternate communication type along with, associated, mandatory Telephone information. 

Shipper Registration flows: 
· ‘FAX’ will be removed and ‘INT’ for Email will be added as an allowable value in CONT_ELECTRONIC_COMM_TYPE field of the S67 record segment within the below inbound files.
· CNF – Confirmation Request (Non-Central Switching Service (CSS))
· BRN – Base Registration Nomination (CSS)
· CSS – Shared Site Confirmation Request
· RCI – Interconnector Confirmation Request
· ‘FAX’ will be rejected, if received, using the new rejection code CTT00049 (Invalid communication contact type) and the rejection will be included within the S72 segment of the respective response files (CFR, BRR, CRS and OCI).
· All acceptances will be sent out in the corresponding response files (CFR, CRS, TRF, TRS, BRR, ASN, TMC, TNI). Those having an S67 segment will reflect the ‘INT’ (Internet Email) details received in the inbound submissions as followed in the BAU process.

CSS registration flows via API:
Existing APIs for CSS flows will be amended to add ‘INT’ (Email) as an allowable value and remove ‘FAX’ from the validation list. Post this change if any BRN request is received via API and has communication type as ‘FAX’, an error message will be generated from API and the Shipper will be notified with the validation error message ’Request cannot be processed because supplied parameters are invalid’ as shown below:
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Customer Life Cycle Process:
Administrative changes/updates will be made to the following forms, contact lists, and processes to remove the need to request fax details:
· Shipper/Trader application forms
· Organisation Transportation Credit Contacts
· Organisation Emergency Contacts
· Service Now and Reporting back to Transporters

Gemini:
There are no system impacts to Gemini, however there are a number of references to FAX within the Gemini Code Contingency documentation. Removal of any fax references within the Gemini Code Contingency documentation and the Business Continuity Management (BCM) procedures is currently within scope of the Gemini Sustain Plus programme and hence not included within the scope of XRN5702.

UK Link Manual Update:
There are two documents within the UK Link Manual that require cosmetic updates to reflect the removal of fax as a type of communication. Changes to UKLBD4 are defined below and the updated version included for review. The second document, UKLCD1 – Code Communications Reference, requires some further review to ensure all and relevant updates are made. As such, and given the updates will be cosmetic, a further change pack will be issued to present the changes for information ahead of change implementation.

· UKLBD4 – Active Notification System Supplementary Document will be updated to remove fax as a form of communication

General Considerations:
· An initial data population of email data has not been considered this will have to be provided by the Shippers as part of registration or contact amendment BAU processes
· There are no changes to the existing contact validations in that, telephone data (TEL) is mandatory with FAX/PAG. If INT (email) or any other alternate form of communication is added, a ‘TEL’ record will still be required in the inbound request
· If FAX data is received as part of comment or any other free text from external stakeholders (E.g. via Portal) this data will be accepted into UK Link. E.g. If DN/IGT users enter 'FAX' in referral comment field within UK Link Portal then it will be stored in the system and will be passed to shippers in NRF file S64 segment (Field - REFERRAL_COMMENTS). Another example is meter instructions where 'FAX' can be provided either from a Shipper or from DNs/IGTs via portal, same will be stored in system if provided

Implementation and Funding:
Initial recommendation, as presented to Change Managers in December 2024, is for this change to be included within the June 2025 major release.

The estimated cost for this change will be confirmed in a subsequent Business Evaluation Report (BER). No recommendation was made as to the funding arrangements of the change, as such the CDSP are suggesting the change falls within Service Area 13, Managing Change. As such, the funding split would be:
Shipper – 52%
National Gas – 7%
Distribution Networks – 40%
Independent Gas Transporters – 1%

This will be presented at the Change Management Committee (ChMC) in January 2025 for discussion alongside the functional design of the change defined within this pack.

The purpose of this document is to define the UK Link Xoserve API Interfaces at a technical level to enable Xoserve customers to update their current systems to meet the new requirements.

Xoserve will adopt industry-standard API security practises (see Code of Connection document) to provide application interfaces for the following authorised GB Gas Industry Customers:

· Shippers

This document does not cover the following information: 

· Code of Connection (COCO)






2. [bookmark: _Toc43371350]Connectivity and security

The Xoserve API solution will be an internet-facing service.

The network connectivity design is detailed in the Code of Connection, which accompanies the Interface specification. This should be used to determine how to connect with the Xoserve API.

3. [bookmark: _Toc43371351]Transport layer and general principles

This section describes the transport layer and general principles of the Xoserve API Service.

3.1. [bookmark: _Toc43371352]OpenAPI Specification

Access to the underlying Xoserve API Services will be controlled via REST API's.

The Xoserve API will use Open API specification version 3.

3.1.1. [bookmark: _Toc43371353]Versioning

A breaking change to the API will result in a new version (i.e. Version 1 to Version 2).

A non-breaking change will result in a revision to the existing version (i.e. Version 1 to Version 1.1).

Xoserve Customers will be able to opt into new version changes as soon as they are ready. When every Xoserve Customer is consuming the new version, the old version will be deprecated. Xoserve Customers will be notified when this happens.

Versioning of the API's will be displayed on the API route, i.e. <<path/url tbd>>/api/v1/system

Different versions of the API will be available independently in the developer portal and a change log will document any changes made to the new version.

3.1.1.1	Breaking Changes

A breaking change is when an existing call may fail, or give a different response, e.g. the removal of an endpoint, the addition of a new required property, changed (more restrictive) validation of an existing property.

We consider the following to be causes of a breaking change:

· Addition and removal of mission critical properties to the schema model, for example, new properties critical to the business process to ensure data integrity

· Removal of API endpoints (still being consumed)

· Changing schema model properties (optional, max length, datatype etc) for existing properties

· New domain values. For example, adding a new Status type. In general, this would be deemed a breaking change as consumers will not be expecting this

 

3.1.1.2	Non-Breaking Changes

We consider the following to be non-breaking changes:

· Addition of new noncritical properties to the schema model. Xoserve Customers should ignore properties on the model which they have not implemented, this will ensure that new properties will not break existing logic

· New endpoints added to API's

3.1.2. [bookmark: _Toc43371354]Developer Portal

All versions and revisions of the API's will be documented in the Xoserve developer portal as OpenAPI Specification Version 3.

The body of the messages described in sections 5 and 6 are provided to give an indication of what will be available when development begins. The open API specification in the portal is the documentation that should be used by developers.

This will be available during the DBT phase, and for the life of the Xoserve API.

V2 was known as Swagger, V3 is now Open API Specification.

The OpenAPI Specification, originally known as the Swagger Specification, is a specification for machine-readable interface files for describing, producing, consuming, and visualizing RESTful web services. Originally part of the Swagger framework, it became a separate project in 2016, overseen by the OpenAPI Initiative, an open source collaborative project of the Linux Foundation. Swagger and some other tools can generate code, documentation and test cases given an interface file.

3.3.1. [bookmark: _Toc43371360]Overview

A Webhook (also called a web callback or HTTP push API) is an efficient way for an application or system to provide other applications or systems with real-time information. 

It delivers data to other applications immediately without the need to poll frequently for data (hammer-polling).

Xoserve customers will need to create an application or system capable of receiving and responding to HTTP requests. Xoserve will make a HTTP request to your application or system, these will be a POST requests to your Webhook URLs with a JSON body, it is then up to you to process the request and its content.

Please refer to the security requirements documented in the CoCo document.

Each Xoserve customer implementing Webhooks must ensure that requests it receives are from trusted parties.

Customers registering with us can choose to send an x-api-key http header (normally a UUID generated by themselves), this x-api-key http header will be sent back by Xoserve API on all requests to the Xoserve customers registered Webhook as the same x-api-key http header. 

This key can be updated by the Xoserve customer at any time, by re-registering the Webhook with a new x-api-key.

Currently, the x-api-key is optional, it is an additional means for Xoserve customers to ensure that messages came from the Xoserve API and for them to be in control of the keys and when they need to rotate them, it can be useful in early development to connect to an API before network security is in place. 

Best practice is to have two keys (Primary and Secondary) and check both against the x-api-key sent in the header. 

For example: 

If the Primary key is registered against your webhook, when you need to rotate the Primary key, register the Secondary key, and then change the Primary key to a new value. 

Repeat the process when rotating the Secondary key.

3.3.3. [bookmark: _Toc43371362]Delivery and Throttling

If Xoserve cannot confirm that a message has been received successfully by the subscriber's Webhook, ie. following 429 responses and/or connectivity issues, the client employs a “back off and retry” policy and eventually gives up. The message will move to a "Dead Letter" queue, which will be processed independently by the Xoserve API depending on the failure.

To ensure that the Xoserve API does not flood the individual Xoserve customers with a high volume of messages in the cases where the Xoserve customer Webhook may have been offline (planned maintenance, in a faulted state etc). Xoserve customers can return a 429 or 503 status code with a Retry-After header, message delivery will be queued until that point.

The Retry-After response HTTP header indicates how long the user agent should wait before making a follow-up request. The two main use cases supported are:

· When sent with a 503 (Service Unavailable) response, this indicates how long the service is expected to be unavailable

· When sent with a 429 (Too Many Requests) response, this indicates how long to wait before making a new request

Examples:

Retry-After: 2019-08-24T22:57:49.000 (date)

Retry-After: 120 (seconds)

3.4.1. [bookmark: _Toc43371364]Synchronous Errors

The goal of error responses is to create a source of information to not only inform the user of a problem, but the possible solution to that problem as well. RFC 7807 provides a standard format for returning problem details from HTTPS APIs, see RFC7807. Whilst we will not follow this to the letter, it does provide some good pointers.

Wrapping an error in an error object gives consumers an easy way to check for an error by simply checking for the existence of the error object. Xoserve customers should adhere to the format as defined in Section 3.4.3 when sending synchronous error messages to CSS.

The API will validate each message on receipt for message structure, the presence of mandatory items and the correct format of attribute values.  

The API design will then respond synchronously to acknowledge successful receipt or respond with an error if present. Other business rule validation, for items whose mandatory status is conditional, will continue to be carried out in UK Link as present and any errors generated at this point will be indicated in the BRR in the corresponding Callback messages.

Where these characters are provided in a date field (within the body of the file*) any of the above characters will cause a file failure.  The error CSV00012 (Invalid numeric field) will be passed to UK Link Users within the ERR object.

Provided that the text field follows the convention of being contained within double-quote marks, the above characters are accepted, with the exception of “ “ “(double-quote mark).   The error CSV00018 (Invalid field) will be passed to UK Link Users within the ERR object.

1.1. This document (Document), describing the Active Notification System (“ANS”), is the UK Link Business Document UKLBD4 – Active Notification System Supplementary Document referred to in paragraph 2.1.1(d)(iv) of the UK Link Manual Framework Document. 


1.2. This Document is an integral part of and is incorporated in the UK Link Manual. 


1.3. The version of this Document that is in force and the date from which it is in force, are as stated above. 


1.4. In this Document: 


(a) terms defined in the DSC Terms and Conditions and not otherwise defined in this Document shall have the meaning given in the DSC Terms and Conditions;

(b) terms defined in any other CDSP Service Document and not otherwise defined in this Document shall have the meaning given in the CDSP Service Document;

(c) terms defined in the UK Link Manual Framework Document and not otherwise defined in this Document shall have the meaning given in the UK Link Manual Framework Document; and

(d) the further provisions of the DSC Terms and Conditions as to interpretation apply.

1.5. This Document may be changed in accordance with the applicable procedures contained in the Change Management Procedures.

1.6. The Purpose of this Document is to provide:

a) UK Link Users with an understanding of the capability of the Active Notification System; and 

b) An overview of the ANS Portal and the functionality available to ANS Users. 


1.7. For the purposes of this Document, references to a UK Link User or UK Link Users exclude the CDSP. 

1.8. In the case of any conflict between the provisions of this Document and the UK Link Terms and Conditions the latter shall prevail. 

1.9. UNC GT D5.2.3 does not apply in respect of this Document, and accordingly the provisions of this Document are not binding on UK Link Users. 

The functionality of the system is greater than is at present required but the information given in this guide relates solely to functionality which has been currently implemented.  No instructions are provided for any additional functions.  If some or all of these functions need to be activated in the future, this document will be amended to include full instructions at the appropriate time.




2. What Is Active Notification?


Active Notification is the process by which the Transporters can inform all relevant ANS Users simultaneously of business or time critical events such as system emergencies and interruptions. The Active Notification System is used to transmit Active Notification Communications via Short Message System (SMS) and, where an ANS User has elected to do so, via email.

The Active Notification System provides UK Link Communications to ANS Users.  The Communication is provided by the SMS Message.  The email communication is a supplementary communication.


The Active Notification System, whilst providing a form of UK Link Communication does not form part of the UK Link system.  

The ANS Portal facilitates User access but does not form part of the UK Link system.



2.1. Active Notification System 

The Active Notification System is a web-based Service provided by a 3rd party and operated by the Transporters.  The host system transmits messages over a mobile network to an ANS User's nominated handset and, where an ANS User has elected to do so, via email to the ANS User’s nominated email address(es).  This automatically acknowledges receipt of the message to the host system and also sends an automatic delivery receipt back to the Transporters.

There is a ‘Help Desk’ provided by National Grid Transmission for the ANS User to log any issues or faults that they may have with the Active Notification System. This will enable more direct routing to the relevant support personnel. The relevant ‘Help Desk’ number is 0800 9177111. 

This is not the CDSP Service Desk.  

Users can access the Active Notification System User Guide from:

The User Guide is not intended to form part of the UK Link Manual.


2.2. Active Notification Communication


A message transmitted by the Active Notification System is sometimes referred to as an Active Notification Communication. These may be either Code Communications (as defined in the Uniform Network Code) or a notification that such a Code Communication has been given by some other means.  Code Communications which are given by Active Notification can be found in UKLCD1 – Code Communications Reference.

Messages will be sent via SMS and, where an ANS User has elected to do so, via email to the ANS User’s nominated SMS device and/or email address(es) which are maintained by the ANS User at all times via the ANS User’s account on the system.

2.3. Active Notification System Audit Trail


The Active Notification System has the facility to log both successful and unsuccessful deliveries.


2.3.1. Information Retained Centrally  

Information retained centrally includes for each SMS message:


(a) the message text;


(b) the times at which the message was initiated;


(c) the time at which the message was delivered to the ANS User or attempts to deliver where delivery was not achieved;


Where an ANS User has elected to receive email communications the time that the message was delivered to the ANS User is recorded.  The time that the ANS User reads this communication is not recorded.


2.3.2 Information Retained by ANS User


The ANS User may wish to make a record of the receipt of these messages and the content of these messages.

3. maintenance by an ANS user of contact details


An ANS User is able to manage their own contact details using the ANS Portal.

The ANS User’s access will be supplied via a URL. The ANS User cannot gain access to the ANS Portal without supplying a valid user identity and password.  The ANS User will have to populate a screen with the following details:


· Company ID


· User ID


· Password


These details will be supplied by National Grid NTS initially. 


Upon first log on the ANS User Authorised Representative will be prompted to reset their password.


Should an ANS User forget the password, they may click the ‘forgotten password’ link on screen and an email will be sent to the ANS User’s Primary Authorised Representative’s email address held in the system, further details and screen shots are provided in the Active Notification System User Guide. Should an Authorised Representative still experience issues in logging in or wishes to log a fault with ANS they should call the Help Desk as detailed in section 2.1 of this Document. 

Local Security Officers that are recorded for UK Link systems do not have a specific role with respect to the Active Notification System.  An ANS User must provide one email address to act as the ‘Primary Authorised Representative’ in order for administration and maintenance messages to be provided.  Where an ANS User provides more than one email address the first email address on the ANS Portal will be deemed to be the Primary Authorised Representative.


Further information, including how to update contact details, can be found in the Active Notification System User Guide.

4. RECEIPT OF ACTIVE NOTIFICATION COMMUNICATIONS


4.1. SMS Messages


The SMS messages are conveyed via a mobile network to the ANS User nominated device.  This communication is only conveyed to a single device.  It is envisaged that SMS will be delivered to mobile phone devices.  ANS Users must define their own storage policies with regards to the messages received.


Transporters shall monitor the Active Notification System to determine whether SMS messages have been delivered and in any case where there is a delivery failure, the ANS User will be sent back up communication via email or telephone.

4.2. Email Communications


The primary communication route is via SMS, however an ANS User may elect to receive the communication via email to up to 10 Authorised Representative nominated email addresses.


In the event there is a failed delivery via SMS, the Transporters will look to see if delivery has been received via other means e.g. Email. If delivery is still not confirmed back up communication would be sent via  email or telephone call. 

4.3. Opt-out function for certain messages sent by ANS

An ANS User, once live, will be configured to receive all messages sent by Active Notification System. However, an ANS User may, at their own risk, select to opt-out of selected daily routine messages, namely messages relating to:


· successful run of Demand Attribution messages (currently sent several times a day); and

· UIOLI figures (currently sent once a day).

 


An ANS User may opt-out (or opt back in) at any time via their online portal screen, any changes selected will take immediate effect.


 

Where the ANS User has chosen to opt-out, the Transporter will still attempt to send the message(s) to all ANS Users, however instead of receiving a delivery or failure response from the relevant ANS User’s SMS device or email address, the Transporter will receive a response that the relevant ANS User has opted-out via their portal. The Transporter will treat this opt-out response in the same manner as a successful delivery and no further attempts will be made to ensure delivery of that message to that ANS User. 

If an ANS User decides to use this opt-out function, the ANS User acknowledges and agrees that all risk and liability associated with the opt-out function remains with the ANS User and the Transporter will not be liable or responsible for any corresponding actions or failures due to the ANS User not receiving these messages.


5. Active Notification Contingency Procedures


It is an ANS User's responsibility to ensure that it reads any Active Notification Communication on receipt.  As the Active Notification Communication may contain business or time critical information it is in the ANS User's own interests to ensure that it is aware of the communication as soon as possible. 


If the Transporter detects via monitoring of the Active Notification Communication process that an ANS User has not received a particular critical message (for example if an ANS User is outside of a network area or the handset is switched off) it will implement a contingency procedure to ensure that the message is received by some other means (for example emailor telephone).  This inevitably introduces a delay in receipt of the message and ANS Users are therefore advised that their nominated handsets should be both switched on and located within the network area at all times.

The Transporters responsibility for Active Notification System is to: 


a) issue messages simultaneously to all ANS Users; 

b) identify when an ANS User has not received delivery of each critical message to       the SMS device; and 

c) implement contingency measures in those instances.


For each business event about which a message is sent, there is a contingency procedure which will be invoked if the Transporter detects that the message has not been delivered to the SMS device.  Because invoking contingency procedures is time consuming and can result in delay in receiving messages, it is to an ANS User's advantage to ensure that their individual organisations contact details are fully up to date and their nominated SMS device is switched on and staffed at all times.


Once the message has been confirmed to the Transporters as delivered, the Transporters accept no responsibility for failure on the part of an ANS User to read or act on their Active Notification messages.


6.  Getting Help


If you have any difficulties in using any part of system which you are unable to resolve by referring to this or the Active Notification System User Guide then you should contact the Help Desk (see section 2.1).
